Course Description: AP Calculus AB is a college level introductory Calculus class.  Students taking 

the course are expected to take the AP Examination at the end of the academic year.  The course emphasizes a multi-representational approach to calculus with concepts, results, and problems expressed graphically, numerically, analytically, and verbally.  The course teaches students how to communicate mathematics and explain solutions to problems both verbally and in sentences.  Students will explore and apply the conceptual underpinnings of Calculus by examining the concept of the limit.  Applications of limits such as the average rate of change in various disciplines will be addressed.  In addition, the concept of limit will be extended to the idea of the derivative and integral in multiple representations and with applications to various disciplines.
