Homework:
Homework will be assigned and collected every day. Students are expected to retrieve their homework assignment from the school website. Students will copy down the math problems and show all math work and it must be neat, legible, dated, titled, organized, and complete or it will not be collected. If students do not complete homework assignment then they cannot take the quiz on the next day. If homework is not turned in then students will have detention on the day the assignment was due. On the third time homework is not turned in a parent conference will be scheduled.

Cumulative Quizzes:
A quiz will be given at the beginning of each class every day. These cumulative quizzes will cover 1-2 learning targets and will give every student the opportunity to master a specific learning target or standard.

Notebook:
Students will take notes in an 8 ½ x 11inch spiral notebook with hard cover (Mead 5-star preferred). These notes will be graded every Wednesday and will be an important part of this class. The notebook will include daily notes, table of contents, page numbers, titles, standards and learning targets, and it will have to be neat, legible and organized or it will not be graded. All the notes will be online at our school website. It is your responsibility to get the notes if you are absent. If notebook is incomplete then students will serve detention after school on Wednesdays. A parent conference will be scheduled after 3 incompletes.

Attendance:
It is crucial that you are in class everyday.  If you are absent, it is your responsibility to come and get any work you missed while you were absent. Makeup Exams/Retakes:

Students will be allowed to retake an exam if their initial grade was a D or an F.  A “C” is the maximum grade a student can earn for a retake examination.  Students wishing to retake an exam must arrange to do so within one week after the exam has been returned.
